University Fees (Separate from our service fees):

- Tuition (depending on scholarship type)

- Accommodation

- Medical insurance

- Other minor expenses (books, registration, medical checks, etc.)

Refund Policy & Service Fee Policy
- Application Fee: Non-refundable under all circumstances

- Service Fee:
Generally non-refundable. In limited cases where a student cannot be admitted upon
arrival, partial refunds may be considered in line with agreed terms and conditions.

Terms & Conditions
- No refund will be issued if issues arise due to the student’s actions or negligence,
including:

Scholarship Application Requirements

Students are required to prepare the following:

- Passport-sized photograph

- Passport ID page (copy)

- Academic transcripts (scanned color copy)

- Highest degree certificate/diploma (scanned color copy)

- Foreigner Physical Examination Form (provided by our agency)

- Non-criminal record certificate

- English proficiency (IELTS > 5.0 or equivalent, or Duolingo where applicable)
- Completed university application form (provided after program selection)

- Guarantee letter (for applicants under 18)

- Additional documents if required by specific universities

Entrance Requirement (CSCA)
For undergraduate (bachelor’s degree) applicants:

The China Scholastic Competency Assessment (CSCA) is a mandatory standardized entrance
examination.

- Subjects depend on the intended course of study



- Strong performance significantly improves scholarship chances
- Poor performance may limit access to higher-tier universities and scholarships

Application Process (Our Firm)

- Type E: Tuition covered (first year only)

application strength.
